25/02. Parish Council Vacancies:

To consider applications received and conduct vote to fill four casual vacancies on the Parish
Council by co-option.

There were six eligible candidates for the four vacancies, Caroline Bowen, James Bruce-Gardyne,
Malcolm Hunt, Tara Mundy, Richard Rundle and John Whitehead.

Both remaining candidates
were proposed and seconded and the PC voted by a majority in favour of Malcolm Hunt.

The four successful candidates were co-opted onto the PC and signed their Declaration of
Acceptance of Office (DAO). The Chairman thanked Tara Mundy for her interest in applying for
the vacancies.
